BENEFACTOR

In 1928, at the age of thirty,

Klaus Bjarne Dahl ventured from
Norway to Australia to take up the
position of forest assessor with the
Forests Commission of Victotia.

In 1946, still with the Forest
Commission of Victotia, Dahl was
appointed Head of the Victorian
Forest Assessment Branch. In
1948 Dahl became the Chief Land
Purchasing Officer at Australian
Paper Manufacturers, where he
stayed until 1961. During this
period he travelled extensively
throughout Victoria, New South
Wales and Queensland.

Throughout his life Dahl
purchased land and managed

forests as a private investment and,
with other fortuitous investments,
grew his private wealth. During

his career Dahl developed a true

affinity with the Australian bush
and, in particular, a love of the
Silvertop Ash (Eucalyptus sieberi) —
so much so that he bequeathed
all his property to the Forests
Commission of Victotia (now
the Department of Environment
and Primary Industries) to be
established as a Trust focused on
eucalypts. Dahl recalled,

T was once a Chief Forester, and
I owe [the] Forests Commission of

Victoria a great deal of gratitude for

geving me in 1928 the opportunity to

matke good in my profession.’

Dahl died in 1993 and his estate
has been professionally managed
and grown by Perpetual Trustees,
as directed in his will.

By the time he arrived at APM, Bjarne Dahl had
advanced from the days of the packhorse to the latest
tool of a modern forester assessor — the helicopter.

Since the launch of the Bjarne K Dahl Trust
in August 2010 to the end of June 2014, the
Trust has distributed over $875,000 in grants
to some 65 organisations, groups or individuals
across Australia.

The 2013/2014 financial year saw funds distributed
to high-quality projects through our Small Grants
Program. Highlights included HotRocks” Seed2Tree
program where school students in Western
Australia undertook eucalypt restoration as part

of their educational experience. Another was the
Friends of Gold Coast Botanic Gardens’ project,
who produced some beautiful and informative
signs for their Gum Tree Corridor.

The Trust also provided funds for the Bjarne K
Dahl Memorial Boardwalk and continued our
support of the Bucalypts of Northern Australia
and Documenting the History of Eucalypt Science
in Australia projects.

This year we welcomed Sebastian Chapman, the
Secretary’s delegate to the Board and we saw a
change in the Trust’s Executive Officer, with April
Merrick taking parental leave and Alex Fearnside
commencing in the role late in January 2014.

23rd March 2014 was a very special day for the
Bjarne K Dahl Trust and not just because it
would have been our namesake’s 116th birthday.
It marked the inaugural National Eucalypt

Day and the opening of the Bjarne K Dahl
Memorial Boardwalk at the Lake Mountain
Alpine Resort in Victoria.

Following the 2009 Black Saturday bushfires,
the landscape of Lake Mountain was drastically
changed. Now in a period of regeneration,

the area was once an old stomping ground of
our benefactor.

The Bjarne K Dahl Memorial Boardwalk was

built in partnership with the Lake Mountain

Alpine Resort and National Australia Bank,

whose financial assistance and volunteer work made
its construction possible. From the Boardwalk
visitors can see the new growth of Alpine Ash
(Eucabjptus delagatensis), Snow Gum (Eucalyptus
pauciflora) and Mountain Hickory Wattle (Acacia
obliguinervia), whilst enjoying a view that spans all
the way to Melbourne’s CBD on a clear day. Along
the trail are interpretive signs providing information
on the history and ecology of Lake Mountain.

DOCUMENTING THE HISTORY
OF EUCALYPT SCIENCE IN
AUSTRALIA - PHASE I1

2014 saw the conclusion of the second phase

of a project that the Bjarne K Dahl Trust began
funding in 2011, Documenting the History of
Eucalypt Science in Australia. This was an exciting
project that brought together a vast amount of
information and resources regarding the study of
eucalypts in Australia over many years.

Phase I of the project saw researchers from the
University of Melbourne’s eScholarship Research
Centre identify all entries in the Encyclopaedia of
Australian Science related to eucalypts and through
further research add any other relevant people,
organizations or publications. This resulted in

a comprehensive collection of information and
resources related to eucalypts.

Phase II of the project built on this foundation, by
engaging three experts in eucalypt science, one each
specializing in classification and taxonomy, forestry
and biogeography, to review the compilation, add
or remove material and categorise the entries. This
resulted in a thorough and concise exhibition of
information regarding the history of eucalypt science
in Australia. The Encyclopaedia of Australian
Science was amended to reflect the changes, and
information uploaded to The Study of Australian
Eucalypts online exhibition. The exhibition can be
found at www.eoas.info/eucalypts/index.

UPDATE:

EUCALYPTS OF NORTHERN AUSTRALIA

In 2014 the Environment Centre Northern
Territory continued work on their project Eucalypts
of Northern Australia. This work is being
implemented with funding from the Dahl Trust as
part of the Kimberley to Cape initiative.

The Kimberley to Cape initiative is an ambitious
and important program that aims to bring together
all relevant stakeholders to create a sustainable and
resilient future for Northern Australia. It focuses
on enhancing natural and cultural values and
strengthening communities through fostering social
and economic development within this context.
Eucalypts of Northern Australia is one element

of this overarching program, which aims to assess
the conservation values of the savannah forest
types that span the north of Australia and develop
appropriate management techniques that contribute
to the Kimbetley to Cape goal.

The main project activity for this year involved
conducting valuable research on the eucalypt
forests and woodlands that populate Northern
Australia. As this is the first time that such an
investigation has been conducted on these forest
types, base information on their conservation
values, vulnerability, species richness, range, spatial
groupings, distribution and potential threats was
collected. Based on this information the report
also presented recommendations for future
conservation activities and further research.

This report, together with direction from the
Roundtable on Northern Australian Futures
facilitated by Kimberley to Cape eatlier this
year, will inform goals and actions for the
sustainable management of the savannahs of
Northern Australia.

9. Reservation status of eucalypt species and communities

Conservation reserves in Northern Australia are concentrated in the
higher rainfall regions of the north-west, and along sections of the
Queensland coast especially on Cape York Peninsula and in the Wet
Tropics. There is considerable complementarity between crown and
private reserves in their coverage of taxa and communities.

Eleven species and three subspecies endemic to the study area do not
occur in either a crown or private nature reserve, and a further 52
endemic species and ten endemic subspecies have reservation indices
of less than 30%.

Twelve of 84 eucalypt community Map Units are not represented in any
crown or private conservation reserve, while a further 40 of these
community Map Units are poorly represented with less than 10% of
their area (and often less than 1%) in conservation reserves.
